
Policy 12 Working in partnership with parents and carers 

(d) Links and transitions
The centre maintains contact and liason with other settings and schools, and we regularly attend a local early years cluster group with practitioners from other local pre-schools, nurseries and reception classes. We also attend a cluster group for the Hethersett catchment area run by our support worker.

The EYFS framework requires us to co-operate and share information with other settings attended by children whilst they are registered at the Centre, and with schools or other settings that children are moving on to. We ask parents/carers to let us know if children attend elsewhere so that we can make contact and regularly liase with other settings/childminders etc. Parents will be asked to sign consent to share information about children’s development and their activities at the centre, with other childcare/education settings that the child also attends. We will also ask for consent to share relevant information with the school or other setting that a child comes from or is moving on to, at the relevant time. This is to ensure continuity for the child, and as smooth a transition as possible. Where possible we will use children’s personal news books for liaison, with parents assistance. We also have a local general liaison book which is passed between local groups/childminders  

Mulbarton Infants School

Parents and carers should register their children as soon as possible but no firm offer of a place will be made until the Summer Term prior to starting age.The Head teacher is always willing to show young children and their parents and carers or carers round the school.  Head Master: Mr Stuart Beard

In order for your child to make a smooth transition into school, the reception teachers visit the centre on a regular basis, particularly during the summer term to get to know the pre-children and to talk with staff. We ask for consent to share relevant information with the school or other setting that a child is moving on to. This is to ensure continuity for the child, and as smooth a transition as possible. The keyperson will also accompany the transition children to the school to have a look around and meet the teachers. This usually takes place in the summer term. Parents are also invited into the school for information evenings prior to their child starting school, and home visits take place just before children enter school.

Transition to other schools

Where children are moving on to other schools, we may be able to arrange for their keyperson to visit the school with them. Arrangements will be discussed at the time.
